- Exchange students who come for a period of at least 3 months have to present a European 
health insurance card (CEAM : Carte européenne d’assurance maladie), otherwise they 
will have to subscribe to the French students health insurance system (fee : 195 €). They 
must present a birth certificate.

- Students aged 28 and more, wish don’t have the CEAM, must present the European health 
insurance form provided by their own social security organisation, otherwise they will have 
to  subscribe  to  the  French  health  insurance  system  at  the  (CPAM :  Caisse  primaire 
d’assurance maladie) .
